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The Mississippi Band of Choctaw Indians, under the esteemed leadership of Miko Beasley
Denson has an enrolled membership of almost 10,000 and is the only federally recognized tribe
in the State of Mississippi. Headquartered in the Pear! River community, near Philadelphia,
Mississippi, the Tribe has emerged as a leader in economic development. The Tribe provides a
range of governmental services for its members including schools, a hospital, medical clinics,
police and fire protection, courts, an elderly center, among many others.
